· Still negotiating with Dept of Rec & Sport for the refurbishment of the existing Home Run Fence after the TTG councilors vote to disallow a permanent home run fence for the main diamond. An answer to this grant is expected in July .
· Plans have been developed, tenders called by the TTG council to carry out some minor building mods as well as the inclusion of a disabled toilet. The main benefit for us would be the back storage room being changed into another change room c/w showers. The value of this work is $30k with the clubs’ contribution being $3k. This work is scheduled to start on 10th June 2008.
· Thanked TTG council for the ground upkeep during a dry harsh summer period with water restrictions. Our ground was considered in excellent condition by  visiting clubs.

General Business

Winterball – Roger Prime

Roger advised that the inter-club competition had commenced with eight teams playing and that Internationals (SABL Winterball Comp) were also using and playing out of our facilities again this winter season with two teams.
Unfinancial Players – Malcolm Bobridge
All unfinancial players should not be allowed to play next season until they were financial or had a payment arrangement in place. After discussion it was agreed the new committee would address this situation as required.
Club Future / Goals – Hugh Child
Has the club got a five year plan and if so is it working ? Roger Prime, Ray Sharp and Dave Cresswell all detailed views on the future but until we have permanent facilities (a home) it is hard to enlarge the club base etc. We are still only using Illyarrie Reserve on a yearly $ Hourly Rate Hire with the TTG Council as they have indicated they believe we have outgrown the facility as it is, they however have no alternate location in the near future as they are saying the City of Tea Tree Gully is currently “LandLocked”  We will continue to liaise with the council re facility upgrades and also hold discussions with the Makin Federal Member Tony Zappia about any assistance he may be able to offer. A commitment was made by the Labour Government (Federal) that should they be Successful at the recent Federal Election a $50,000 grant would be made available to the club in the future. We are still to discuss how best to use this money to benefit the club.
Canteen Levy & Roster System – Steve Hardman
Questioned how the roster system for the canteen worked last season and had the committee looked at paying persons to carry out the position of Canteen Organiser. Thanks were extended to Linda Benzan for the roster development and Karen Mueller indicted she would continue this role next season. Any form of payment that comes out of the canteen reduces our profit margin which means we need to increase other things to cover the loss. A levy on players / parents who don’t work in the canteen was discussed and although this may have merit it was believed volunteer help is the best way to operate. 
Off Season Development Program – Ray Sharp
Advised that this program was scheduled to start on Saturday 14th June 2008 at Illyarrie Reserve and at this stage 22 junior players had indicated interest in attending. This was not a skills development program but more an Arm Strengthening and Conditioning Program. The sessions would go for one hour each Saturday morning starting at 10.00am through June, July, August.
Senior Players Jeremy Cresswell, Quin Keough and Chris Whittlesea will be heading the program and it is hoped that other senior players and available coaches get involved as it progresses.

Import Players – Ray Sharp

The club had successfully negotiated to have a USA import player again this Season. His name is Eric Samulski and he is an infield player and hitter. Part of his role at the club this year will be Club Hitting Coach for all players. He will be also assisting Paul Haynes in the club coaching role. While in Adelaide from September to March he will be staying at Chris Whittleseas’ home and the Horne family have made a vehicle available for his use.
Quin Keough (pitcher) will also be playing for us this season, a USA person who has married an Australian Lady (the lovely Rebecca) and they are living in Hope Valley. Quin at this stage is also classified as a Non-National.
