Facility and Grounds Update :

Ray Sharp advised those present that the club had :-

· Carried out the refurbishment of the existing Home Run Fence with Dept of Rec & Sport grant and contribution from the City of TTG. 
· The City of TTG carried out some minor building mods which included the inclusion of a disabled toilet. The main benefit for us was the conversion of the back storage room into another change room c/w showers. The value of this work was $30k with the clubs’ contribution being $3k. 
· Considerable maintenance to the diamonds at seasons start with the inclusion of more brick dust and cutout reshaping.

· Thanked TTG council for the ground upkeep during a dry harsh summer period with water restrictions. Our ground was considered in excellent condition by  visiting clubs
· Advised that we had been granted a Federal Government grant of $50k by the Dept of Health & Ageing. This grant was supported and secured with the assistance of Tony Zappia (Federal Member for Makin) and the club thanks him for his efforts. The Grant is in two parts - $10k for Club Equipment  purchases and $40k for Facility Development / Upgrade. Three Priorities have been discussed with council for Grounds upgrade. (1) Enlarging of the existing verandah area and inclusion of Roller Doors around the perimeter for security purposes. (2) Paving works behind the Main and Junior Backstops including some terraced areas under the shade trees. (3) mods to the existing Kitchen servery area to make the area larger and more workable. It is hoped the equipment will be purchased in the near future and the council works in 09/10 Financial Year.
Club Coach :

Roger Prime thanked Paul Haynes on his role as Club Coach for the past three seasons

and that obtaining a new coach was a priority for the new committee.
