Smoke  Free  Policy

The Golden Grove Central Districts Baseball Club Inc. being a sporting club to promote the benefits of sport both at junior and senior levels also provides a social and family orientated community service, and has adopted the following Smoke Free Policy.

The Golden Grove Central Districts Baseball Club Inc. recognises that passive smoking is hazardous to health and that non-smokers should be protected from the involuntary inhalation of tobacco smoke.

Accordingly, the following policy, developed by the Golden Grove Central District Baseball Club Inc., applies to all enclosed clubroom areas as of July 2001. This policy applies to all Golden Grove Central Districts Baseball Club Inc. members and to all visitors to the Club and is aimed at providing a Smoke Free Environment within all enclosed clubroom areas.

· Smoking is prohibited within all enclosed clubroom areas of the Golden Grove Central Districts Baseball Club, including the shop / kitchen area, changerooms, toilets, showers, storage areas and the Clubroom proper. 

· The “no-smoking” signs displayed in these areas will continue to be prominently displayed.  

· The long standing practice of not selling cigarettes at the Golden Grove Central Districts Baseball Club will continue.

· All functions held at the Golden Grove Central Districts Baseball Club will be smoke free.

· The Golden Grove Central Districts Baseball Club Smoke Free Policy will operate in accordance with the Smoke Free Policy adopted by the South Australian Baseball League.

Smoking Area

· In relation to the actual clubrooms, smoking is only permitted in the Verandah Area or other uncovered areas of the Reserve boundaries. South Australian Baseball League directed smoking restrictions continue to apply. 

Non -Compliance

· All Golden Grove Central Districts Baseball Club members and visitors have an obligation to conduct themselves in a manner that is supportive of the aims of the Golden Grove Central Districts Baseball Club and the onus is on members and visitors to behave appropriately, in accordance with all Club Policies and Rules. 

· Failure to comply with this Policy will result in the member(s) or visitor(s) in the first instance being asked to refrain and to move to the designated Smoking Area outside.

· The Management Committee reserves the right to review instances of repeated non-compliance drawn to its attention and to respond accordingly on a case-by-case basis.

Evaluation

· This Smoke Free Policy will be reviewed annually.

· The Club will regularly assess its’ Smoke Free environment to ensure the safety of its’ members and service personnel.
